Hoover PTA Bylaw Amendments

The Hoover PTA Bylaw Committee will be finishing up the Bylaw Review Process with a vote for approval at the next PTA General Meeting January 17, 2007 at 7 PM in the cafeteria. (According to our records our bylaws have not been updated since 1990!) The Committee is required to notify our membership of the changes at least 30 days in advance of this meeting. If you would like to see a complete copy of the Bylaws, please contact Beth Alberts at gordonbeth@aol.com or 759-9508. Many thanks to Mary Liu, Stephanie Atwood and Peter Baluk for participating in this lengthy process!

The following amendments have been proposed by the Hoover PTA Bylaw Committee:
Article IV Section 4
Will read “Each member of the association shall pay annual dues of ten dollars and zero cents ($10) per member (also means per capita) to the association.”
c. Such annual dues shall include the portion of zero dollars and fifty cents ($ 0.50) per member payable to the Second (2nd) District.
Article IV Section 6
Will read  “The first remittance of district, state and national portions of the dues paid by each member to this association shall be remitted to the district by October 15 to qualify for state membership awards.”
Article V Section 8 (old Section 7)
Will read,  “Officers shall serve for a term of one (1) year or until their successors are elected. (In the event that no successor is elected, the position is declared vacant. Vacant positions must be filled by the executive board-elect or executive board per Article IV, Section 11 and Section 12). No officer shall be eligible to the same office for more than two consecutive terms or hold more than one elected or appointed office. Officers shall assume their duties on July 1. A person who has served in an office for more than six months of a full term shall be deemed to have served a full term in such office.”
Article VI Section 1
f. (old e) Will read “Sign authorizations for payments as required by executive board or association.”
Article VI Section 4
d. Delete entire duty
Article VI Section 8 (old Section 7)
b. Will read, “ Prepare a midyear audit to be completed in January. The year-end audit shall be completed in July.”
c. “Present a written report to the executive board at the February and August meetings.”d. “Present a written report for adoption by the association at the February and September meetings.”
Article VII Section 1
Will read “Association meetings shall be held on the third Tuesday of September, October, February and May of the school year unless otherwise ordered by the association or the executive board.”
Article VIII Section 2
c. Will read, “Authorize the payment of other unbudgeted association bills not to exceed a cumulative total of seven hundred fifty dollars ($750.00) between meetings of the association. Ratification of payment of these bills must occur at the next association meeting and must be recorded in the association minutes.”
Article VIII Section 6 (old Section 5)
Will read “ Special meetings of the executive board may be called by the president. The president must call a special meeting upon the written request of five (5) members. Special meetings must be held within fourteen (14) days of receipt of a written request. All executive board members must be notified of special meetings at least seven (7) days prior to the meeting. Only business mentioned in the notice of a special meeting can be transacted at that meeting.”
Article VIII Section 7 (old Section 6)
b. Will read, “ Six (6) members shall constitute a quorum.”
Article IX Section 5
Will read “Two copies of chairmen’s reports shall be compiled annually by all chairmen and filed in the procedure book for the committee, and filed with the historian.”
