Hoover Co-ed Track & Field --- All Grade Levels

Come One! Come All! The Hoover track season is aobut to start again.  Any student interested in signing up for the school track team must pick up his or her sports physical form immediately from any Hoover P.E. teacher.  An appointment with the family doctor, family hospital or clinic, or any city health center must be made in order to participate.  A directive from the SFSD Commissioner of Athletics stating that all prospective track participants must have his or her completed sports physical completely fill out before he or she can participate in track & field.

Official track try-outs will start on Tues. Feb 20, 2007.  We will divide the grade levels into 4 days for try-outs.  All interested 6th and 7th graders will show up on Tuesday. Feb. 20, 2007 and Thur. Feb 22, 2007 at 3:40 p.m.  All try-out dates will end at approximately 5:30 to 5:45 p.m.   All students are asked to dress down into their P.E. clothing and to meet in the South Gym at 3:40 P.M.   All track participants MUST maintain an overall “C” average (2.00 GPA) throughout the semester to be eligible to participate in track.

A very important date to remember will be Wed. February 28, 2007.  It is the official track weigh-in day at Hoover right after school.  All track participants must not miss this very important date ---otherwise you will be off the Hoover Track Team.   F. Jue & J. Uyeno & D. Vasquez, track coaches.
