Walk Safe All Pedestrian traffic fatalities are unacceptable.  The number of pedestrian fatalities has risen sharply in the last six months.  Statistics show that not all of these accidents were the fault of the motorist.  Pedestrians do not have exclusive right a way.   Here are a few safety tips and a list of the most common pedestrian violations. 

Count only on yourself to be safe.

· Stepping suddenly into the street from between parked cars puts you at a great risk.

· Use crosswalks.  Look twice both ways before crossing.

· Never cross against a red traffic light.

· Remember, when a signal light turns green to yellow, or a pedestrian signal flashes a red “hand”, you must seek a curb or median divider- even if that means returning to the cur you started from.

· If you walk in front of a vehicle stopped at a red light, signaling right, beware of the vehicle moving into your crosswalk.  Often, the driver is looking to the left as he/she steers to the right.

· When alighting from public transportation, always check for approaching cars passing on both the right and left.  Utilize safety islands or the nearest curb.  

· Pedestrians are not allowed in bicycle lanes, even while jogging or skating.  Remain on the sidewalk, away from the faster moving cyclist.

· When walking in the darkness, wear light colored or reflective clothing.

· Walk on the sidewalk.  If there is no sidewalk, make sure to walk on the side of the road where you can see the cars coming.

· Always cross in the crosswalk or at an intersection.  Do not cross in the middle of the block.

· Follow all traffic rules, street sings, signals, and markings on the road. 

· Make sure the driver’s eyes are looking at you.  See and be seen.

· It is easier to see a group of kids than just one.  Walk safely together.

· Never let a child less than 10 years old cross the street alone.  SFPD Traffic Division.
