Concurrently, approximately 60 projects were being judged in the school’s library to select the 14 that would represent Hoover’s best work at the San Francisco County Science Fair. Receiving top honors at Hoover were:


6th graders: Kenjiro Rivera (1st), Yousef Tanaka (2nd), Emily Tatlonghari (3rd).


7th graders: Vivian Chan (1st), Fletcher Brown (2nd), Christopher Edwards (3rd).


8th graders: Edmond Chan (1st), Christina Won (2nd), Grace Wang (3rd).


Additional projects going on to the county fair: 6th graders Maya Enriquez and Emma Beuerman, 7th grader Rose Dodson, and 8th graders Mitchell Gordon and Camille Nygard.


On February 23rd, we received the news that our students had done extremely well in the county competition: Honorable Mention: Christopher Edwards, Edward Chan, Christina Won, Grace Wang, Kenjiro Rivera, and Emma Beuerman; 4th place went to Vivian Chen and Rose Dodson; 3rd place Fletcher Brown, Mitchell Gordon, and Camille Nygard.  2nd place went to Emily Tatlonghari.


The three third place winner’s projects (7th & 8th only) went on to the Bay Area Regional Fair, which was held last week.
